
If Windows does not install the drivers automatically, you must perform the installation manually. 

 

In the system, in the USB controllers tab, select the device -> Properties -> Driver. 

Choose to update the driver. 

Then choose to search for a driver on your computer and select a driver from the list. 

 

If you do not have FTDI directly in the manufacturer selection, select (Standard USB hubs) and on the 

right Model - General USB hub. 

(in most cases it is not necessary to select a specific type and just enter the path to the driver as 

described below) 

Click on install from disk and select the path about the driver from the folder papouch-usb-driver \ 

Old \ CDM 2.04.06 WHQL Certified. 

 

Select the ftdibus.inf file and click OK. 

 

The USB driver should be installed at this time. 

The same procedure is for installing a serial port if it is not installed at the same time. 

The only difference is for the standard com port types (if the FTDI manufacturer is not available) and 

the communication port model are selected in the device selection for the virtual com port. 

The file used is from the same folder but for the serial port is ftdiport.inf.
